* Identify the function, responsibilities and role of the targeted team;
* Inventory the formal and informal targeted supports currently available, identify gaps and prioritize
practices for implementation;
* Understand Check-In, Check-Out and plan for implementation; and
* Develop a foundational understanding of Functional Behavior Analysis and plan to integrate this
practice into the targeted level of VTPBIS.
* VTPBIS Targeted Level Coordinators must participate in a brief orientation prior to the 3-day training.

Who should attend? Participants are limited to VTPBIS leadership teams by recommendation of the State
Level VTPBIS External Coach. Their schools will have:

1. Completed School-wide PBIS implementation at the universal level,

2. Received a score of 80/80 or higher on the School Evaluation Tool (SET), and

3. Identified a team to work on targeted/tertiary supports.
