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From 1-89, Take Exit 8 – Montpelier 
Follow the access road and make a left at the 4th light, which is Main Street and Route 12 North. Make a right onto E. 
State Street in the middle of town – there’s a stop light in the middle of the intersection. The VCFA campus is at the top 
of the hill on the right. A free parking permit (OVER) is required to park on campus. Parking is 
available in the CIRCLE LOTS marked on the map. (There are blue signs posted in the lots.) They are next to the Alumni 
Hall Gym, or behind Bishop-Hatch, Noble and Glover-Hadley Halls. Please DO NOT parking in areas that say “No 
Parking.” Limited parking is also available on the streets around the campus.
