 Continued development of the Vermont Early Childhood Comprehensive Assessment System (VECCAS) 

to inform preK educators on the purpose and use of Vermont’s early childhood assessment tools. 

 technical assistance and training for early Multi-tiered Systems of Support (Early MTSS) and its 

alignment with K-12 MTSS. 

 training and technical assistance to support understanding and implementation of Federal statutes, 

including ADA, IDEA, and 504 for both school and community-based programs. 

 developing Vermont principles for the full educational participation for students on inclusion.
