BACKGROUND: NVU-Lyndon is currently approved to recommend candidates for licensure in English, Science, and Social Studies at the undergraduate and postbac levels. Due to low enrollment and their merger with NVU-Johnson, they submitted a Teach-Out plan of those programs to the Office on Dec. 23, 2019. The last day that they will be able to recommend candidates for licensure in those endorsements will be Dec. 31, 2022.

This letter is to inform you of our intent to close the Secondary Education Program (grades 7-
12) at Northern Vermont University - Lyndon (formerly Lyndon State Collegé). The program
currently has five students enrolled. Dr. Elaine Razzano (former chair of secondary education),
along with Dr. Nolan Atkins (Provost) will be responsible for managing the closing process on
behalf of the institution.

We would like to convey that we will no longer enroll students into the program effective
immediately, and we have attached signed teach out plans for each of the five students
currently enrolled in the program. We also acknowledge that we will not reopen the program
without approval from ROPA and the VSBPE, and that we will continue to adhere to Title Il HEA
reporting responsibilities going forward.

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Part B: Teach-Out Plan

The following Teach-Out Plan was designed to close the Secondary Education Program (grades
7-12) at Northern Vermont University - Lyndon (formerly Lyndon State College). The program
currently has five students enrolled in one of these endorsement areas: English, math, science,
or social studies. Dr. Elaine Razzano (former chair of secondary education), along with Dr. Nolan
Atkins (Provost) will be responsible for managing the closing process on behalf of the
institution.

Timeline for informing candidates of the closed program:

e Fall (2018) semester — spring (2019) - students were informed that the program would
be taught out, and that they would be supported in continuing and completing their
program as started.

® Fall 2019 - each student met with their former academic advisor (English: Dr. Elaine
Razzano; math — Prof. Dan Daley; natural science — Dr. Alan Giese) to discuss their
individual needs and plans and to review their program plan.

e December 2019 - students signed and returned their individual Teach Out Plans.

Each student’s individual Teach-Out Plan is attached. These plans detail when they are
expected to complete all licensure requirements, including Praxis and the Vermont Licensure
Portfolio.

Students who are unable to complete the requirements by the given time frame will be given
one additional semester to complete requirements. After that they will lose eligibility to be
recommended for licensure from Northern Vermont University - Lyndon. Students in this
situation will be redirected to Peer Review.

Northern Vermont University - Lyndon will cease recommending students for the Secondary
Education endorsement in one of the content areas (English, math, social science, natural
science) in the Fall semester of 2022. This date will allow all students to complete their
programs and requirements for recommendation for licensure

The following Teach-Out Plans were developed with the students in a series of in-person
meetings that involved the students’ academic advisors (Professors Elaine Razzano, Alan Giese,
Dan Daley). Each of the plans has been sent to the registrar’s office and the advising office. The
students have been made aware (as evidenced by their signatures below) that if they do not
complete the plan in the given time frame, they will not be eligible for recommendation for
licensure from Northern Vermont University - Lyndon.
