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Vermont Year of Age Cohort (ages 3 through 21)
for Which FAPE is Ensured

Description of Upper Age Limit for Vermont:

3 up to 22nd birthday. If a student on an IEP turns 22 within 3 months of graduation, local
education agencies may apply for a waiver to the Secretary of Education that allows the
entitlement of FAPE to be extended to the graduation date.

Rule 2360.2.2 FAPE for students who have graduated:

A student who has graduated from high school with a regular high school diploma shall not be
entitled to FAPE. A student who has not yet graduated and whose entitlement to FAPE ends
because of the upper age limit of eligibility is reached as described in Rule 2360.2(a), may be
allowed to complete the remaining academic year with IEP team approval and approval from
the Agency of Education.
